IBCC MEMBER PROFILE

Pete Rolfe (1938—207?)
I’m a native of Boise and have lived in Boise most of my life except for a few years spent in Salt
Lake City, Utah and Mtn. Home, ID. | purchased my first British sports car in 1959, a 1952
MGTD. It had been ridden hard and put away wet. This was my only means of transportation
and the weather protection, starting issues and lack of power moved me to sell the car and pur-
chase a 1958 TR3, a real sports car . | kept this car for about a year and sold it for a more practi-
cal 1955 Oldsmobile to use while attending college. | always had a passion for the MGTC and in
1979 | purchased a 1948 model, which I still have. | was married at the time with three small chil-
dren and all wanted to ride in the car, but we wouldn't all fit at once. While on a family vacation in
Orlando, FL, | ran across a 1967 Morgan +4 four seater which | purchased and drove back to
Boise in three days (2700 miles). What a trip, but now the whole family could enjoy a British car
outing.
In the 80’s new British car parts were difficult to find . British Leyland was pulling out of the United
States, Moss motors was in existence but smaller and serving fewer models. The Roadster Fac-
tory was just coming into existence and British car parts were scarce. A local sports car buff Rick
Hale was a ready source of used Triumph parts and my inspiration.
About this time the federal government declared that convertible cars were unsafe, sales were
dwindling and most US and foreign car manufactures stopped producing convertibles. | started
purchasing every British convertible | could find and afford with the idea of restoring them when |
retired and thus making a small fortune. Little did | realize that to make a small fortune in British
car restoration you needed to start out with a large fortune. Soon the convertibles were back in
vogue and the market was flooded with them; however, the die was cast and | have continued to
purchase cars and parts and probably will to my dying day.
