Making Our Way to Bellevue!                                                           (Submitted by Rick Mills) 

For those of you that know what an INFP is you will understand 
this.  For all you others it simply means I don't do a lot of plan-
ning if I don't have to.  Field meet in Bellevue WA?  Sure I want 
to go!  Let's see, which car should I take?  The MGB had some 
serious shakes going to and back from the Summer Tour.  Bet-
ter take the TR6.  But wait, the carburetion is kind of screwy 
and the clutch is really hard to use.  Also I have that noise in 
the back end.  But hey, Pete said just to turn the radio up 
louder!  But the TR6 does not have a radio.  Boy, I have got 
some work to do! 

Rick K asked to come along for the ride and we actually did make it to the Western Washington All 
British Field Meet and back pretty much in one piece.  But the trip would not have happened without 
Rod, Ed H. and Rick pitching in to get the TR6 ready (we call her Trix, all the LBCs have names).  
First, we didn't do much with the carburetion other than playing with the idle.  She did stall out a cou-
ple of times but I got 26 MPG during one leg of the trip. 

For the clutch, I'd figured that it just needed to be adjusted and I did try the different positions on the 
clutch cross shaft without any luck.  So I made my solid slave cylinder rod into an adjustable one 

(see photo).  I'd tell you, it can be dangerous giving a computer geek a drill 
press and a grinder!  As proud as I am with my invention, it did not correct 
the problem and here's where the proof of talking 
out issues with others is key.  Just happened to 
mention to Rod what was happening and that my 
"fix" didn't work.  (Don't you just hate it when he 
gets that grin on his face and doesn't say anything 

for a while?)  The next words were, "I know what your problem is."  Seems 
that there was a problem in that the clutch fork pin broke (see photo) in 
the release fork but held on enough that I could shift gears almost without 
grinding them.  Knowing that he was probably right I knew I needed that fixed. This was just a few 
days before we were to leave but luck was on my side.  Pete had a new fork pin and Ed had a new 
clutch assembly kit that he would not need for a while.  Along with the kit he also had a modified 
cross shaft that had been drilled to place in a backup bolt through the release fork and the cross 
shaft.   You can get the full story on this pin and the fix at the Buckeye Triumphs web site at this ad-
dress: http://www.buckeyetriumphs.org/technical/clutch/ClutchShaft/ClutchShaft.htm. 
That left me with the rear end noise and only three days before we were to  leave and I'd promised 
Rick we would look into it (Rick K is definitely not an INFP, which in this case was a good thing!).  
Knowing that it was probably the brakes, we pulled off both drums and to my surprise we found that 
the right rear shoes were down to metal and eating into the drum.  Ouch!  The wheel cylinder on that 
side was also leaking.  Double Ouch!  Let's see, it is Sunday and we leave on Wednesday - wonder 
if anyone in town carries brake shoes and wheel cylinders?  Nope.  If they are out there we couldn't 
find any (note: I should tell you that Pete had the cylinders but was out of town at this time.)  As Rick 
K and I looked at what we had and needed to get to, we both knew we weren’t ready to quit yet.  A 
few more phone calls got us back to Rod who just happens to have a spare TR6 in the rafters of his 
garage.  After a quick look he found a complete brake assembly for the right rear wheel.  With these 
parts we (Actually Rick K) were able to get the rear brakes cleaned and put back together in time for 
us to leave as scheduled. 

I had one rule for this trip which was no freeways, which I broke on the return trip (which is another 
story continued next month!)  P.S.  Check the IBCC web site for photos from the trip.
