MOTIVE POWER TOUR

Saturday afternoon, 2
May, 2009, IBCC members were treated to a tour of M@®weer’s truck and engine annex. Lynn Gardner arrangedit, an
Dave Zaballa was our host and tour guide.

Motive Power began in Boise as the MonriKnudsen Rail Systems group. Over the years it grewasdpun off
from MK in 1996, becoming Motive Power. In 1999, it mergeath Westinghouse Air Brake Technologies Corporation
(WABTEC). Motive Power specializes in the manufactumnd reconditioning of switching and transit locomotives

Diesel locomotives operate differemitign automobiles. The diesel engine turns a generdtah \wowers an electric
motor geared directly to the driving wheels. Thereoisransmission, differential, or other mechanical cotioe between en-
gine and wheels: “electromotive” drive.

“Trucks” are assemblies comprised ofdtidng wheels, the electric motor, and the “bull geMdtive Power uses
new and/or reconditioned components. Wheels that shawevelamage must be pressed off their axles and truedesan
mous lathe.

Motive Power rebuilds engines of 12 cylinadensore and 1000 horsepower or more. The engines dlodn¢hat day
were two-stroke diesels that operate differently fromfamiliar four-stroke gasoline engine. For example, exhsiby valves;
intake is by ports in the cylinder walls. Such enginesraaronly if intake air is pressurized. For startiagupercharger is used;
once up to speed, a turbocharger takes over. If thissseeatic, consider that the roots-type superchargers thatiomsted
generations of American hot rods originally were salvdged two-stroke Detroit Diesel truck engines.

The blocks are not single castings brfatricated from numerous steel-plate pressings wetdedirigid whole, sort
of like the old 750cc. Crosley Hotshot. It is necessamy possible to repair badly broken blocks that we evauite off. They
can be welded back together and re-machined on reallsithigsl big milling machines, big line-borers, just liken auto ma-
chine shop, but lots bigger.

There was much to see and many quesidasoured only one building of several that comprise xensive Motive
Power campus. Hopefully, we will have opportunity to do agrotioon.
