The Spitfire story for me started a couple of years ago when I was retiring.  My Mom, bless her heart, was afraid I'd be bored and 
happened to see an ad in the local fish-wrapper and decided to buy this car to keep me busy.  The car was owned originally by a 
friend of Pete's who had modified it to become an SCCA rally car. (you just knew that Pete had to be involved somehow, didn't 
you?)   At any rate I was helped along in the process by another fellow who was advertising a '68 for free to 
 the first person to haul it off.   
Thus far, I have rebuilt the engine and transmission.  The transmission courtesy of Rod who happened  across an overdrive unit 
for me, and of course you knew that Rod would be involved too :-).   The body  on the '68 is pretty much scrap but the engine 
came from it and it just happened to be a 1500 engine.  That makes for an interesting side story in that the disassembly was kinda 
like a crime scene.  The  engine had been recently rebuilt but had run into some problems right away with the pistons scoring 
the cylinders.  As I got it apart it was apparent that the oil pump had not been installed correctly with  bolts that were too long so 
that they bottomed out before the oil pump was fully seated.   
The pictures are of the body as I started taking it down.  While it didn't have any rust it turned out to be a compilation of at least 
two different cars and maybe three.  The rear wings had been modified to have larger tires so we decided to remove them and put 
on new ones, the rear valance had so much bondo  that it wasn't going to stay with the car either.

My British car “Addiction” came early on, when my cousin moved in with us for a few months.  He drove an early Sprite, 
(Bugeye) and I was 12 years old and quite smitten with the car, it’s strange smells and unique noises!  It was about 10 years later 
when I finally became a proud owner of a 69 Spitfire.  When Becky and I wed in 74, my best friend and best man had his TR6 
there, which we drove from the church to the reception hall.  It had a little more leg room to accommodate Becky’s wedding 
dress.  I had to trade back, (dang) as the Spitfire was our transportation for our honeymoon.  It failed us twice that week, the re-
sult of a dying voltage regulator.  Determined to sustain the British car industry, we bought a new MGB roadster, with overdrive 
(last of the chrome bumper) in December of 74.  The Spitfire was turned into a station wagon (yuk) and a growing family finally 
forced sale of the “B” about 2 years later.        
     A Triumph GT6 joined the family for a couple of years, but an unfortunate accident totaled the car, and parts were salvaged 
from it to build a “Spit-6” or a GT6 powered Spitfire.  Not long after completion, reality again hit home and  there wasn’t much 
opportunity (I really did feel guilty) for a family of 4 to be entertained with a 2 seater, so the car went up for sale, supplying us 
with money to get a pickup and more camping gear.  Different kind of sport!?!  Several years later, I purchased another MGB, 
this time a GT and no overdrive. :(   It was a commuter, and still fun to drive, but I really wanted a roadster with overdrive again.  
After a couple of years, it was sold to friends, and we promised ourselves that roadster would be a reality someday in the future.   
Soooo…… in 1999, we found ourselves with no kids at home, and I called this guy I knew that ‘dabbled’ in British cars, and 
told him I was looking for a chrome bumper MGB with overdrive, if he might run across one.  Although he didn’t normally mess 
with MG stuff, he tells me, it just so happens he knows where there’s one for sale….and he owns it!  So we looked at it, we were 
again smitten and wrote a check to Pete Rolfe a couple of days later.  That car was with us for a couple of years (notice a trend 
here?) we redid the floor pans and the interior, and after taking it on an 1800 mile trip up into Canada and Montana with Alan 
and Lorna Lemen, we decided it had to go.  It was either the ‘couple of year’ thing or the hankering to own a TR6.  Unlike some 
members of the club, I’ve not yet learned to share my affections with another car.  So we drove the B to the All British Field 
Meet in Portland in 2002, sold it and flew home on Labor Day.  We purchased our 74 TR6 here in Boise less than a month later, 
and enjoyed over 25,000 miles with it since.  The miles that it traveled on Pete’s tow dolly coming back from the Oregon Coast 
aren’t tallied in there, but part of that was fun, too.…….and we kept the TR6 for more than a couple of years!!!!!!

The following was submitted by Mark Greenwalt: 
 
I was doing some research looking for a good flat-tappet friendly oil replacement for Castrol GTX 20-50 (non synthetic) since 
Castrol lowered the ZDDP in that oil.  As you know there is a lot of misinformation on the net so I wanted to rely on information 
from the oil companies about their products rather than some joker blogging away.  
Castrol says that the only oil appropriate for flat tappet engines is Syntec (that is full synthetic not the blend) in 20-50w and it 
has to be that weight to have the higher ZDDP.  Unfortunately I could not find any in Boise.  I could find plenty of Syntec but 
not in the correct weight as it has to be the 20-50w.  Also note that Castrol does not publish the data on their oils so you can't 
find out the exact ZDDP numbers, so you just have to take their word that it is appropriate for the car.

Apparently some grades/weights of Mobil 1 are still appropriate as well.  The following came off of Mobil's site.  
Question: 
Does Mobil 1 Contain the Additive for Flat Tappet Cams?  
I build a few engines a year as I do muscle car repairs and I have been having a lot of camshaft failures.  I just read that it is be-
cause the oil no longer has the additive for flat tappet cams. Can I use Mobil 1 to break in fresh rebuilt engines of '60s and '70s 
tech? Is it too slippery for new ring break-in? Will it give protection on new cam and lifters?

Answer:   
For older, flat tappet engines where wear may be more of a concern, we offer a number of oil products which are higher in phos-
phorus than API SM/ILSAC GF-4 oils.  These include Mobil 1 15W-50, Mobil 1 Extended Performance 15W-50 (1200 ppm 
phosphorus), Mobil 1 0W-40 (1,000 ppm) and Mobil 1 High Mileage 10W-30 and 10W-40 (1000 ppm).  For all newer engines 
and flat tappet engines in normal service, API SM/ISLAC GF-4 oils are preferred for better fuel economy and for the protection 
of catalytic systems with lower phosphorous (800 ppm). 
Here is a link to mobil's data sheet for their oils-note that it is current being dated 4/09.  This is a big deal since the companies 
are constantly reformulating the blends.

So I switched the Spitfire over to Mobil 1 15-50w (well back to it as I ran it in the past).  Naturally it is expensive at about dou-
ble the cost of dino oil and the Spitfire seems to leak it a bit.  But the choices has gotten pretty limited.  
I did look into ZDDP additives but the problem is that since it adds to the ZDDP in the oil you have to know the base ZDDP in 
the oil before you add the additive otherwise you can have too much ZDDP which can be a problem as well.  
Thought that you might find this of value.
